Level 4

This new level was introduced in 1997 for Level 3 graduates who wished to tackle more advanced projects.  Since some cadets at this level will have received dual instruction on radio-controlled gliders or the Squadron’s trainer, a “1/2A Texaco Scale” electric or gas powered model could be considered.

It is expected that successful completion of these 1/2A Texaco Scale Aircraft will enable the participating cadet to compete in MAAC sanctioned events for this class of model at various contests across Canada.

We will upgrade the guidelines for this Level 4 work as results are obtained.
