Level 3

Projects at this level require the experience gained from the previous two levels.  At this point of progress, the instructor should decide if cadets at this level should meet at times other than squadron parade nights or continue on these nights during regular classroom instruction periods.

A) If you choose to limit your program to regular classroom periods of 30 to 40 minutes, we recommend that you select projects, which result in one or two aircraft per squadron from the following list.

Experience indicates that groups of four cadets can work together on individual components of the above aircraft, while final assembly and fitting of engine, control and fuel systems and covering of the airframe are class projects, with the instructor(s) doing most of these operations with the class observing.  

B)  If you choose to hold classes for this level at times other than parade night instruction periods, more complex (and time consuming) projects may be undertaken by individual level 3 cadets.  Select from these selected and tested projects, or similar of your choice:

For these more complex and expensive programs, we have found that cadets are willing to contribute individually to the costs of supplies.  In 540 “Golden Hawks” Squadron we have found that 50% of such costs is an acceptable level.

Following completion of one of the above projects, dual instruction by a recognized MAAC instructor can be provided at a registered MAAC site. After 40 minutes of dual instruction, the cadet will be deemed to have completed Level 3, and will be eligible for recognition, as approved by the Air Cadet League and the Model Aeronautics Association of Canada.
